The event is scheduled for all day Saturday the 20th, but for some will begin Friday the 19th at the cZc 
welcome center at the event host hotel, the Wingate by Wyndham Hotel in Mooresville, NC and 
concludes after our prize drawing Saturday evening at our destination hotel, the Best Western Mountain 
Lodge in Banner Elk, NC (near Grandfather Mountain & Sugar Mountain Ski Resort in NC mountains).
